


Summer Smarts Kindergarten
Readiness Program is a six-week
camp for students who are enter-
ing or repeating kindergarten in the
fall. The goal of the Summer Smarts
program is to prepare each student

socially, emotionally, and cogni-
tively through play, a rigorous
academic curriculum, and field

trips.

Readers to Leaders is an after-
school program for kindergarten
students who live in or attend
schools in the 10474 zip code.
HPAC partners with two Alliance
schools to offer an intensive, litera-
cy-rich intervention to students
who are performing below grade
level. All activities are focused on
the development of language and
vocabulary.

Youth Development
Programming

HPAC offers a continuum of
programs to help students stay
engaged in school and bolster indi-
vidual academic performance. Any
student who is involved in an HPAC
academic enrichment program or is
involved with our Family Project is
considered an HPAC Scholar.

SongCorps engages 4th and 5th
grade boys at PS 48 who generally
have trouble focusing in the class-
room through music. Students
learn songs via different genres
and how they were influenced by
historical events. They also write
songs together with the help of
their music instructor. The
program culminates in a perfor-
mance for their peers.

The Hunts Point Children’s Shake-
speare Ensemble is an eight-month
collaboration between the Hunts
Point Alliance for Children and The
Shakespeare Society. The Hunts
Point Shakespeare Ensemble works
with 4th - 6th graders from Hunts
Point schools to present a full
production of a Shakespearean
play in original language, complete
with sets, lights, costumes, a
chorus, and live musicians.

In Storefront Ensemble, 7th and 8th
grade students are engaged in the
writing process as they develop,
edit, and revise written pieces. The
Storefront Ensemble culminates in a
performance of students’ pieces
arranged into a play that is written
collaboratively by the members of
the program.

Career and Education Mentoring
Program (CEMP) is a series of work-
shops that focus on career and
college awareness

HPAC offers summer engagement
programs to scholars at different
stages of the academic pipeline,
beginning with the ECE Summer
Smarts Kindergarten Readiness
Program.

A select group of high-achieving
high school scholars are chosen to
attend the Kenyon Review Young
Writers Workshop at Kenyon
College in Gambier, Ohio. Using
what they’ve learned at the work-
shop, these students work with
HPAC to produce the HPAC Young
Writers Review: The 6 Train.

Education Transition
Counseling

HPAC education counseling services
help students and their families navi-
gate the education system and tran-
sition between elementary, middle,
high school, and college. Students
and parents who work with the
HPAC education counselor are given
information about deadlines, appli-
cations, test dates, and personalized
guidance through the school selec-
tion process.

Family Support Services

The Family Project offers extended
and brief social service support to
families that are a part of HPAC
programming. The Family Project’s
goal is to help families in Hunts Point
establish and maintain household
stability and provide their children
with a supportive environment for
school readiness and progress.

HPAC believes that the celebration
of community is an important aspect
of neighborhood change. All HPAC
events feature Alliance members
and connect families with useful and
enjoyable resources that promote
family learning and growth. Commu-
nity events also provide opportuni-
ties to learn which resources families
are seeking and how member orga-
nizations can better serve their
needs.

Fair is held at Hunts Point’s prized
Riverside Park and is a neighbor-
hood staple drawing over 500 com-
munity members each year. Each
participating organization has the
opportunity to promote their own
programming, while providing
games and free school supply give-
aways to neighborhood children.
The goal is to have all Hunts Point
children prepared for and excited
about the new school year.
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
